Prawn Salad Sandwiches for Two
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“Prawn” is how they say shrimp in most other English-speaking countries. Leave it to the Brits to come up with shrimp salad sandwiches - they’re really tasty!

Ingredients for Two Sandwiches:

1, 4-ounce can (“tin,” as the Brits say) tiny shrimp

¼ teaspoon salt

¼ teaspoon lemon pepper

¼ teaspoon dried dill

1 tablespoon finely minced celery and/or shallots and/or chives

3 tablespoons pickle relish or finely chopped sweet pickle

3 tablespoons mayonnaise

4 slices bread

Preparation:

Place the shrimp in a medium sized mixing bowl. Chop celery/shallots and pickles. Add celery/onion, pickle, salt, lemon pepper, dill and mayonnaise. Toss with large spoon to mix well. 
Spread evenly over bread slices. Cut sandwiches into the shape you like. To add a special touch, garnish your sandwiches with pickles, sliced olives, lettuce or radish roses.
