Long Island Iced Tea
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The story behind this cocktail goes that, back in the bad old days of severe oppression of women by their spouses, housewives of Long Island, New York would skim off small quantities of the various liquors that their husbands kept to enjoy for themselves. They combined them into this drink and disguised it as iced tea. And it really does taste like iced sweet tea!
Ingredients per Serving:
1 ounce vodka
1 ounce gin

1 ounce tequila

1 ounce rum

1 ounce triple sec

1½ ounces sweet & sour mix

Enough Coca Cola to top it off

Mix ingredients together over ice in a cocktail shaker and give it a couple brisk shakes. Pour into a pint or Collins glass and top off with Coca Cola, making sure there is a touch of fizz at the top. Garnish with lemon.
